emanC|Pat|0n Comrade Nihar Mukherjee’s Ardent Appeal

Comrade Nihar
Mukherjee, the beloved
General Secretary of our
party addressed the vast
seaof humanitythat
assembled on this historic
SUCI Day to once more
educate themselves with
the revolutionary thoughts
and teachings of the SUCI,
the genuine revolutionary
party of the soil, the
party founded and reared
by Comrade Shibdas Ghosh,
our leader and teacher
and one of the outstand-
ing Marxist Leninist
thinkers of the present
era.

Despite his ailing
health Comrade Mukher-
jee spoke for more than
an hour and while high-
lighting on the present
political situation obser-
ved that whether it was
the Congress (I' Ministry
headed by Sm. Gandhi at
the Centre or those in the
states, including the ones
led by the CPI{M) in West
Bengal, Tripura and
Kerala, all of them were
trying to give a fre:h lease
of life to the moribund
capitalist system.

While elaborating the
significance of the obser-
vance of the day, Comrade
Mukherjee remarked : It
is not a ritual that we
observe the Day.

This year, we are obser-
ving this Day particularly
at a time when the coun-
try is passing through
the gravest crisis embrac-
ing all aspects of the life
of our people. The ruling
bourgeoisie aided
by the parties in govern-
mental power at the
centre and in the diffe-
rent states, the parties
which are destined to
serve their interest, are
conspiring to shift the
entire burden of the crisis
on to the shoulder of the
working people of the
country.

The people, if they
carefully analyse the
sitdation will find that
all these parties, be it an
exposed bourgeois party
like the Congress (1) ora
social democratic party
like the CPI(M), which

serves the ruling capita-
list class under the cover
of left vocabularies and
slogans in their bid to
defend the moribund
capitalism in the present
third generalcrisis of
world capitalism are pur-
suing the same basic
policy reflecting there-
by an identity of attitude
towards the people and
mass movement.
This is a very pertinent
point, and one must try
to grasp the truth under-
lying thisidentity in

approach and attitude,
Comrade Mukherjee
observed.

It is to protect the
interest of the crisis rid-
den , moribund capitalist
economy and system that
Sm. Indira  Gandhi since
her return to power at the
Centre has brought in an
undeclared state of emer-
gency, has taken recourse
to various authoritarian
steps and measures such
as the introduction of
National Security Act,
promulgation of ordinance
denying bonus to LIC
employees etc. and con-
centrated absolute power
in the hands of the police
and bureaucracy so asto
curb the legitimate demo-
cratic struggle of the
toiling people to realise
their demands. Similar
authoritarain attitude is
being manifested not only
by the Congress(I) govern-
ments of different states,
but also by the CPI(M)
led state government,—all
of which, to prolong the
tenure of the capitalist
exploitative class rule,
are adopting all sorts of
repressive measutes to
suppress the legitimate
democratic movement of
the people.

But what is the atti-
tude of these governments
towards the ruling class,

Comrade Mukherjee asked.

These governments are
setting record after re-
cord in showering various
concessions be it on the
question of fiscal matters,
export-import policies or
taxation. etc. on the
ruling bourgeois class, the
profiteers and exploiters.

This shows how these
governments, either
openly or subtly, are serv-
ing the ruling capitalist
class. But despite all these
naked heinous attempts to
suppress the people, to
their utterdismay they find
that the oppressed and
humiliated people crushed
under the grinding wheel
of oppression and exploita-
tion are raisin g their
heads to give vent to their
deep seated resentments
against the ruling class
‘through movements in
different parts of the
country.

While highlighting the
question of integration
and unity of the people
of different nationalities
with different mother
tongues, Comrade Nihar
Mukherijee emphasised
that in a multilingual
country like that of ours
utmost care should have
to be taken to adopt a
pro-people language policy.
Care should have to be
taken to develop the
mother tongue of ail the
nationalities so that they
may work asthe medium
of instruction up to the
highest stage of edu-
cation. To realise this
English must have to
be retained side by side
which, in a multilingual
state like that of ours,
also serves as the link
language. One must
have to take English
down to the broadest
section of the masses for
opening up the gate of
higher education and
thoughts to them. Can
we forget the fact that it
is English language
that has served and is still
serving as the vehicle of
higher thoughts and ideas
in the different field of
humanities, science and
epistemology? Can we
forget that it worked as
an instrument not only to
give rise to the thoughts
and ideas of renaissance
but also helped to wield
the multinationality people
into one nation ccncept ?

But today, Comrade
Mukherjee observed, the
‘Left Front’ Government
in West Bengal is engaged

in the attempt to abolish
English at the primary level
of education. The slogan
against English language
is, of course, nothing new.
In fact the ‘Left Front'
Government in West
Bergal is pursuing the old
language policy of the
Congress. From Jawharlal
Nehru down to 3ll the
leading figures of the
Congress, all harped on
narrow nationalism in the
matter of language. Since
independence the Congress
has been pursuing the
policy of removing Eaglish
from the reach of -the
common people. The
object was to close the
door of higher education
and cult of higher know-
ledge and epistemology to
the people of the country.
It was also engineered
from the idea of conspir-

ing to destroy whatever -

unity developed among the
people of divergent
nationalities.

Oa the language ques-
tion Comrade Mukherjee
particularly emphasised that
we strongly demand the
development of all mother
tongues of the Indian
people including Hindi,
so that they may serve as
the medium of instruction
up to the highest stage of
education. And it is for
the further growth and
development of the mother
tongue so that they may
work as the medium at
the highest level of educa-
tion that an advanced
language like English must
have to be compulsorily
retained atthe primarylevel
andtaught up tothe under-
graduatelevel ofeducation.
Because t he science of
development of language
has taught us that langu-
ages develop through
their respective exchanges
and intercrossings. So a
relatively less developed
language becomes enriched
and develops more
through exchange with a
relatively more advanced
language. But the ‘Left
Front' is clamouring
that it is for the develop-
ment of the mother
tongue that Eaglish is to
be abolished at the

primary level. A queer
logic indeed. Because had
they genu'nely desired
the development of the
mother tongue, then they
would not have at least
degraded the mother
tongue from the compul-
sory level to the queer
‘compulsory optional
level at the undergraduate
stage, Comrade Mukher-
jee commented.

It is of course not a
fact that they are comp-
letely driving out English
from the country. English
will remain as it remains
now for the wards of the
rich people who will be
able to get them admitted
in the English medium
schools. If anyone enquires
then he will find that
these people who are
closing the door of
learning English language
to the comm»n people are

sending their ward, to these
English m e d ium schools.

In this regard too,
there is no difference
between them and
Jawharlal Nehru or Indira
Gandhi. Mr. Nehru took
the policy of driving out
English from the reach
of the common people
but like many leaders of
the ‘Left Front’ of West
Bengal, sent his grandsons
to the Eoglish medium
schools,

Mr. Jyoti Basu, the
Chief Minister of the
‘Left Front' government
of West Bepgal has given
vent to their real intent
and desire by observing
in a tone identical with
that of Sm. Gandhi that
they are not completely
abolishing English from
the country. Yes, but
they are keeping it only
for those who would be
able to send their sons
and daughters to highly
expensive English medium
schools !

So, like their policies
in other fields, on the
question of language also,
the CPl (M) led ‘L-ft
Front' by trying to imple-
ment the language policy
of the Congress, just like it,
are endeavouring to fulfil

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the design of the capita-
list class. Whtle reflecting
on the glorious unprece-
dented movement of the
people of the state against
the anti-people language
policy of the West Bengal
Government, Comrade
Mukherjeestated: Mr.
Jyoti Basu, the Chief
Minister of the state once
observed with arrogance
that he was determind
to abolish English from
1981. But could he ? No,
not at all.

The Siksha Sankochan
Birodhi O Swadhikar
Raksha Committee { Co-
mmittee to Resist Curtail-
ment of Education and
Encroachment on Autoc-
nomy ) and the Chhatra
Sangram Committee
( Students’ Struggle Com-
mittee ) have organised a
historic resistance move-
ment against the language
policy of the government.
It is not only that the
prominent educationists,
intellectuals and littera-
teurs of all India fame
have actively participated
in the said movement in
the forefront, but with the
progress of the movement,
which has received tre-
mendous support of the
people, the people from
all walks ot social life,
including workersand
peasants - in thousands,
have participated
in the movement which
has already created tre-
mendousenthusiasm
among the people of the
whole country. In the
- face of such a mighty
movement which has
given vent to the strong
resentment of all sections
of the people of the state
against its language policy,
the government had to
temporarily retreat and
decide to refrain from
implementing its policy
for one year more.

Nopoliticalparty
¢xcept that of ours has
been found to organise
any movement against this
anti-people language
policy. How can they?
Because, all of them inclu-
ding Congress(I), Congress
" (U), Janata, BJP etc. have
an identity with the
CPI (M) led ‘Left Front'

of West Bengal on the
question of language rolicy.

Not only that these
parties have not tried to
organise any movement.
In the initial stage, some
of the Congress leaders
have been found to criti-
cise the said movement.
Because, they know it very
well, that if the CPI (M)
succeeds in implementing
their all-India language
policy, in a left-oriented
state like West Bengal
where they have so long
failed to do so due to
strong opposition from
the people then that will
provide a green signal to
them to implement the
said policy in other parts
of the country. But with
the progress of the move-
ment, after sensing the
deep anti-government
attitude of the people, to
reap dividend out of it in
favour of their narrow
parlizmentary politics
they are now trying to
pose as if they are opposed
to this language policy.
It is needless to say that
such a posture will fail to
befool the people, Comrade
Mukherjee remarked.

The ‘Left Front' poses

tobe left, but their real
anti-people class character

becomes exposed when
to defend their anti-
people language policy,

which is desired to serve
the ruling capitalist class,
Mr. Promode Dasgupta,
the Chairman of the ‘Left
Front' and a member of the
Politbureau of the CPi(M)
is found to state that the
wor kers and peasants
need not learn English.
It is enough if they can
at best read the daily
paper, if the peasants
know how to keep acco-
unts and recordsregarding
lands and other things.
But a genuine revolu-
tionaty viewsthe thing in
a fundamentally different
manner. In this connec-
tion, Comrade Mukherjee
referred to the historic
teachings of Comrade
Shibdas Ghosh, one of the
outstanding Marxist-
Leninist thinkers of the
era, who time and again
observed: it is the
working people that have
to constantly cult hihger

thoughts and epistemo-
logy so as to acquire
truth of life and society.
Because if they fail to
fulfil this task, they will
remain iguoorant about
the real nature of the
main problems confronting
them and the society and
fail to consciously act
and thereby fail to acce-
lerate the law governed
processes of social change.
And that is why all
through the ages of human
history, it is the exploited
people who searched for
the truth,

Another serious
derogatory step that the
‘Left Front' has already
implemen ted, is the
abolition of the study of
literature from the
curriculum of the langu-
age study at the under-
graduate level. A system
of education with no
or little room for
literature is a tool to
dehumanize people, as it
fails to nourish the finer
faculties of human mind.
All these steps, such asthe
abolition of English at the
primary level, minimis-
ing the importance of the
study of language at the
undergraduate level and
lastly the denial of the
role of literature are parts
of a conspiracy, a design
to attack at the very root
of the process of creating
a real man, the man cons-
cious of his role in the
process of social trans-
formation. Apart from
anti-people language
cum education policy, in
the education field, the
‘Left Front’” has taken
one heinous anti-demo-
cratic step. Theylaunched
nakedaggression on
autonomy and superseded
along with the University
of Calcutta with a long-
standing glorious tradition
of autonomy five other
universities of the state.
Even the previous
Congress Government,
though at times it ex-
pressed a similar heinous
desire dared not take such
a step.

The °‘Left Front’ has
established bureaucratic
control on the universities
on the plea of eradicating
corruption. But has
cotruption been driven
out ? Is it not clear from
the reports appearing in
the daily press that
corruption has surpassed

the previous record,
Comrade Mukherjeeasked.

Comrade Mukherjee
then uttered a note of
caution regarding the
character and activities
of the neo-revisionist and
social democratic parties
of our country and theit

counterparts in other
parts of world. He
observed: The people

should not lose their faith
in the science of Marxism-
Leninism witnessing the
opportunism and anti-
people activities of the
social democratic parties
like the CPI and CPI(M)
who are eager to stand up
as bourgeois alternative
at the national level.
They should not turn
their face from Marxism-
Leninism merely because
the revisionist clique of
the CPSU leadership and
their followers in different
countries including that
of ours are distorting the
science of Marxism-
Leninism and thereby
trying to malign the
nobility of communism.
They must note that the
present  socio-economic
political system will not
break down of its own.
It is true that the society
is pregnant with the possi-
bility of emancipation.- It
Is tormenting in pains.
But surely it needs help
from the hands of an
efficient midwife. So what
we need, to bring about
this emancipation is the
conscious and active role
of mantostrengthen class?
struggle, the midwife of
revolution, to free himself
from slavery and realise
this emancipation. So a
man engaged in quest of
truth of life and society
must practise Marxism-
Leninism,

Today when both in
our country and abroad
all sorts of revisionism,
neo- revisionism and social

democratism raise their

ugly heads the task to
defend this science of all
sciences and protect the
noble ideal of communizm
has been entrusted upon
our party SUCI, the party
founded and reared by
Comrade Shibdas Ghosh,
one of the outstanding
Marxist-Leninist thinkers
of era.

The patty, since its
inception on this very
day, thirty-three years
back, despite all odds has

spread its activity in
eighteen states. Be it in
West Bengal or Orissa in
every state the party is
striving hard to organise
the toiling people and
develop left and demo-
cratic movement against
the capitalist exploitative

system,
Even in Assam, long
before the creation of

the existing critical
situation, our party appre-
bended that the parochial,
regional chauvinistic fiss-
iparous forces might try
to misdirect the people
who possessed a deep-
seated sentiment regarding.

democratic parties to
forge unity and develop a
left and democratic
movement of the people
for realising their legi-
timate demands. But none
of them paid any heed to
our proposal.

Another vital problem
that has also made the
people’s life unbearable
was the problem of un-
employment which though
intense in all parts of the
country is perhaps most
acute in the north eastern
states due to calculated
negligence on the parts
of the Central Government
in undertaking industrial
development in this region.
While capitalising on the
deep-rooted sentiment of
of the people regarding
their language and culture
and the economic problems
of thei~ life and seizing
the opportunity of the
absence of any powerful
left and democratic move~
ment to redress their
genuine grievances, the
parochialforces established
their stronghold in the -
state and led the people
to a misdirected mass
upsurge that resulted in
a fratricidal war.

Time and again we
asked the Central Govern-
ment to remove the
misgivings of the people by
ensuring  constitutional
safeguard to Assamese
language and culture, to
protect the language and
culture of the minorities
and side by side to under-
take programme for
industrial  development.
The Central Govern-
ment headed by Sm.
Gandhi deliberately pre-

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frowned upon, is being
tried to be painted as
something  anti-national.
This is the usual trick
that the bourgeoisie applies
to shift the entire burden
of crisis in the moribund
capitalist productive
system on to the shoulder
of the working pezople.

That is why whichever
party is coming to
governmental power as a
bourgeois alternative both
at national and state levels,
be it Janata Party, Cong-
ress (I), LokDul, Congress
(U)or CPI (M) led ‘Left
Front’ or combination of
parties, everyone is trying
utmost to defend the
ruling class by putting
rein on the working class
movement. Tactics differ
but not the main objective,
i.e. elimination of organ-
ised resistance of the
working people.

The Janata government
introduzed the infamous
“Industrial Relations Bill”
the whole intention of
which was. to put blanket
ban on strike by imposing
compulsory adjudication
a n d severely restricting
collective bargaining. In
essence, it was a gross
denial of the trade uaion
rights the working people
earned through hard
struggles over four or five
decades.

The Congress () which
succeeded the Janata
regime is doing exactly
what the previous govern-
ment tried but through
different means. The
present Congtess (I)
government has brought
into statute book, such
authoritarian measures
like National Security
Act, Esential Services
Maintenance Act
which make a mockery
of trade union rightsin-
cluding the right to
organise movement. Not
only this, the manner in
which the government is
moving to crush trade
union movements and
rights is really alarming.
It has applied the ccercive
apparatus plus the hired
musclemen against the
seventy seven thousand
employees of the Bangalore
based public sector bodi-
es, has retrenched more

than thousand Loco emp-
loyees after their strike
met'a sorry end, has even
applied the President’s
special power for the first
time to refer the matter
of bonus of LIC employees
to the Supreme Court for
its opinion after the
employees won their case
successively on bonus in
the same court.

In the name of streazm-
lining of wages or wage
parity, a severe restriction
on wages is being tried to
be imposed, linking of
productivity with bonus
is being attempted to deny
the workers their legi-
timate dues and top of
all, virtual restriction of
legitimate trade union
movement is on the cards.

In all these attempts
to givea virtual burial
militant wo r kin g class
movement, the bourgeosie
is depending more on the
help that they are getting
from the social democratic
parties and forces who
still retain their
considerable hold and
control over the trade
union movement. In fact,
but for the help of the
Central TU'’s controlled
by CPI(M), CPI and other
ald and neo social- demos
cratic parties, the bour-
geoisie could not hope to
impose ‘industrial truce’
through backdoor as is the
cry of the spokesmen of
monopoly homes.

CPI(M), CPI and other
self proclaimed ‘Left’ or
‘Marxist’ parties are aiding
the bourgecisie in muzzl-
ing the working class
movement both ways,
Wherever these parties are
in power they are suppress-
ing all legitimate move-
ments with all the ferocity
of state rpachinery as also
are lulling the struggling
spirit of tha working
people with reformist illu-
sions and misdirecting
their grievances to legalism-
adjudication. To this end,
these governments too are
bringing legislations.

The people witness
when the ruling capitalist
class is leading the country
towards fascism,
save and except the SUCI,
the genuine revolutionary
party of the soil, all other
parties, right or left, are
aiding them by pursuing
two tactics.
