Such convoys, for Instance, 
are often delayed four or five days on the 
borders.

4 .Harassing commando bases continuously. 
Thus commando bases In  the countryside and 
the Aghwar, Including Salt, Jcrash and Ajloun 
are repeatedly attacked with heavy a rt ille ry  
and tank fire .

5.Actually joining hands with the Zionist 
enemy In  murdering guerillas on the ir way In ­
to or out of occupied te rrito ry .

The running dogs of US Imperialism In  Am­
man have also tried  since las t September to

2.Imposing new limitations on arm supplies 
to commando bases. Thus a l l  anti-tank and 
mortar armaments are denied access across the 
borders to the guerilla bases.

Recent clashes between the forces of the 
Palestinian Revolution on the one hand and 
Hussein's army on the other should be exami 
nea an this context.

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CALENDAR OF CLASHES IN JORDAN
Beirut demonstrators condemn Amman rulers on April 6.

Following is a chronological rundown of the clashes in 
Jordan between Palestinian Revolution forces and Hussein's 
troops during the two weeks extending from March 26 to A-* 
pril 11:
MARCH 26: Hussein's troops attack Palestinian refugee camp 
and offices in Irbed, north of Amman* Three persons are 
killed and 15 others injured in the assault with 106 mm 
guns on the camp. A Palestinian Red Crescent car is des­
troyed while trying to evacuate casualties and another car 
is hit.
MARCH 27: Curfew is clamped on Irbed wherefierce fighting 
between Hussein's troops and Palestinian revolutionaries 
continues for second day runnning. Hussein's troops shell 
the town and break into refugee camp in Irbed. Tension ex­
tends to Amman, Jerash and Ajloun. Jordan's lackey regime 
prevents Arab Liaison Commission from going into Irbed to 
investigate,
MARCH 28: Hussein's troops continue to open fire in Irbed 
and to shell its refugee camp. Bahi Ladgham, head of the 
Arab Liaison Commission since last September, tells the 
press: "The Jordanian government is obviously violating 
the accords..."
MARCH 29: Hussein dismisses two deputies from Jordan's Par­
liament. They are Mahmoud el-Roussan, MP from Irbed, and 
Abdel Salam el Ouri, MP from occupied Ramallah. Meanwhile, 
clashes continue in Irbed while sporadic gunfire erupts in 
Amman. Civilian casualties in Irbed proper are estimated 
at 200 killed and 400 wounded. About 1,000 supporters of 
the Palestinian Revolution are also rounded up in Irbed. 
Commando bases near Jerash and Ajloun are shelled.
MARCH 50: Hussein's army fires on hillside guerilla bases 
around the ancient Roman city of Jerash (24 miles north of 
Amman) in fifth day of fighting.Royalist army also places 
armor around Amman for an attack on the capital.
MARCH 51 - April 1: Hussein's artillery remains directed 
against Palestinian refugee camps and commando bases in 
Jerash. Clashes erupt in Amman, where stores close their 
shutters after two women, one aged 85, and a man are kil­
led by army shelling in Ashrafiyeh. Tens of thousands de­
monstrate in Beirut against the Jordan regime and in sup­
port of the Palestinian Revolution. The Revolution announ­
ces that it has launched an allout counter offensive.
APRIL1 2: Palestinian revolutionaries stage series of at­
tacks on Jordanian positions and installations, including

pipeline feeding Jordan's refinery in Zerka. The commandos 
also inflict heavy losses on the royalist troops in a three 
hour battle which erupted when the troops tried to seize a 
commando supply convoy crossing into northern Jordan from 
Syria. The convoy is freed and an army scout car and track 
vehicle are destroyed. In Tel Aviv,Israel's Deputy Premier 
Yigal Allan .threatens to intervene in favor of Hussein's 
troops.
APRIL 5: Guerillas attack and destroy part of the Hejaz 
railway line linking Syria with Saudi Arabia across Jordan. 
Hussein's military units fire on refugee camps and comman­
do positions in Amman, where tension continues to mount. 
Explosion wrecks car of Sherif Ghazi of the royal family. 
Revolutionaries thrust two attacks on supply convoys in 
norther Jordan.

APRIL 4: Revolution refuses to remove weapons from Amman 
or to evacuate guerillas.
APRIL 5: Revolution's Command declares: Our forces will 
henceforth remove any obstacle standing in the way of the 
revolution. Violent clashes in the Aghwar and Jerash, fol­
lowing attempt by Hussein's forces to attack commando bases 
in the area with artillery and tank fire. Three-hour bat­
tle reported in Ramtha following attempt to stop commando 
supply convoy.

APRIL 6: Two Jordanian fighter planes are damaged when Pa­
lestinian commandos shell the strategic Mafrak airbase in 
northeast Jordan (also known as al-Hussein airbase) with 
six-inch rockets. Attack on airport follows army shelling 
of a commando training camp in the area. Commandos also 
overcome several army posts and positions.Strikes and de­
monstrations sweep Beirut and all major towns and villages 
in Lebanon against the Jordan regime and in support of the 
Palestinian Revolution.
APRIL 7: Commandos continue offensive throughout Jordan 
and attack "Prince Mohammed" airbase near Jerash.
APRIL 8: Hussein's troops attack commando bases near vil­
lages of Turra, Zunaibeh, Amrawa and Shajara.They are beat­
en back and their lines of retreat are cut off.
APRIL 9: Hussein's troops repeat attack on commando posts 
in Amrawa, Turra and Shajara with one-hour artillery bar­
rage. Army scout car is destroyed in Akraba.
APRIL 10-11: Commandos thrust major tank assault by Hus­
sein's forces on all commando bases in northern Jordan.

TEL AVIV — Six new oil tan­
kers were commissioned re­
cently on the Eilat oil run at 
Israel’s port on the Gulf of 
Aqaba. Another six will go into 
service this month.

NEW YORK —Mobil Oil Com­
pany has lifted its boycott of Is­
raeli goods for its tankers.

This was revealed by the 
company’s executive vice- 
president, Hermann J. Schmidt, 
to Arnold Forster, of the 
B’nai B’rith Anri-Defamation 
League.

Mobil’s only considerations 
now “are that products meet 
our traditionally high require­
ments of quality, availability 
and reasonableness of cost.” 
In other words, Schmidt told 
Forster, ships’ chandlers were 
now authorised to buy Israeli 
products.

Schmidt announced that the 
company would advertise in 
some 100 Zionist newspapers, 
stating that “there is no Mo­
bil ‘boycott.’ ”

Mobil’s move follows the pub­
lication of numerous reports in 
the British and world press,
after the Jewish Chronicle had
highlighted the boycott.

LONDON — Two former Uni­
ted Nations officials charged 
Israel March 23 of perpetuating 
a cruel and intolerable policy 
by refusing to allow Palestinian 
Arab to return to their home­
land.

John Davis, former commis­
sioner general of the U.N. Re­
lief and Works Agency for Pa- 
pestinian Arab (UNRWA) and 
John Reddaway, former UNR­
WA deputy commissioner ge­
neral, made their charge in a 
letter published in the 
March 23 issue of the “Times” 
newspaper.

The letter said : “The U.N. 
formula.... declares that all 
the refugees should have the 
choice either of returning to 
their homes to live at peace... 
or of receiving compensation 
for their property and help 
in settling themselves else­
where.

“By denying the refugees 
the right to return to their 
homes Israel has frustrated the 
choice envisaged in the U.N. 
formula and so blocked both re­
patriation and compensation.”

The letter continued: “If ever 
there is to be peace in the 
Middle East, the world must 
extract from Israel some subs­
tantial relaxation of the cruel 
policy she has pursued since 
1948 of denying the Arabs of , 
Palestine the right to return 
to their homes.”
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Commandos Fight 10-Hour 
Battle Near Tel Aviv

A Palestinian commando unit fought April 3-4 an unprecedented ten 
hour battle against enemy troops on the outskirts of Tel Aviv.

A military spokesman of the Palestinian Revolution said the gueril­
la unit (named after Majdi Muhammad Matar) assaulted an enemy patrol 
at about 8 p.m., April 3, in Ard el-Barsha, nearly 11 kilometers from 
Tel Aviv, killing and wounding somes of its members.

Enemy reinforcements, including helicopters, were immediately ru­
shed to the scene and a ten-hour battle followed, ending around 5 a.m. 

on April 5.
The spokesman said enemy losses included the death of an officer.

He said five commandos were wounded and captured by the enemy. They 
were evacuated from the area by helicopter.

He said this was the first time a commando unit had assaulted an 

enemy patrol near Tel Aviv.

Four Israeli soldiers and a border policeman were wounded when a 
hand grenade was hurled April 3 at a military vehicle in occupied Ga­
za. An Israeli military spokesman said the vehicle was passing a taxi 
~ank when the grenade was lobbed at it.

The driver of the military vehicle tried to detain the attacker but 
e escaped, the spokesman said.
The spokesman recognized that Palestinian commandos on the same day 

rired bazooka rockets at Hanita settlement in western Galilee. He 
;aid Metulla settlement in Upper Galilee was also hit by bazooka ro- 
;kets on April 1.

Meanwhile, Palestinian commandos fought March 23 one of their fier­
iest battles this year against Israeli occupation forces in occupied 
’alestine.

The guerillas attacked the Ain Gev settlement, on the eastern sho­
re of the Sea of Galilee, and carried out their operation successful­
ly after shelling the settlement with various weapons.

On their way back, the commandos clashed with motorized and heli- 
ropter borne enemy reinforcements. The guerillas were besieged by ene- 
ny troops in a eucalyptus grove east of the settlement but were able 
to break through and withdraw after a 12-hour battle during which 
the Israelis suffered heavy casualties.

A Palestinian Revolution military spokesman said four commandos 
vere killed in the operation, four wounded and captured, while the 
rest were able to return safely to base.

On March 26, Palestinian revolutionaries planted a mine near Ma- 
ilot settlement in western Galilee. An enemy lorry ran over the mine
md according to an enemy spokesman in Tel Aviv, one man was killed 
md two injured.

Earlier in March, similar mines also destroyed an enemy tank and 
i wireless vehicle in the Ramallah area north of Jerusalem,

In late March too, Palestinian freedom fighters attacked a mili- 
:ary bus and rocketted and/or mortared enemy settlements and posi- 
:ions in the Golan Heights.

In the Gaza Strip, hand grenades were hurled on an enemy patrol 
n Deir el Balah and a, gas station in Rafah. A planted land mine 
ent off under an enemy landrover on the road to Arish airport.

CAIRO MOURNS TWO 
PALESTINE OFFICERS

CAIRO — Palestine comman­
dos in battle dress marched 
April 3 through Cairo streets 
behind the coffins of two com­
rades in a demonstration aga­
inst King Hussein of Jordan.

Groups of Egyptian demons­
trators shouted “We Shall En­
dure” as the coffins of the two 
officers killed in north Jordan 
in clashes with Hussein forces, 
were borne to the martyrs ce- 
metry.

The Egyptian Chief of Staff, 
Sadek, and senior officers were 
among those marching behind 
the coffins, which were wrap­
ped in the Palestinian flag.

One banner carried by de­
monstrators said “All the Wea­
pons of the United States and 
Israel Will not Defeat us."

Several thousands Egyptians 
marched in the funeral demons­
tration despite heavy rain.

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America’s Very Special Relationship with Israel

US ASSISTANCE BETWEEN 1948 AND 1968 
WAS EQUAL TO $1,400 FOR EACH ISRAELI

The White House invitation and reception recently accorded Israel’s Defence Minister, Moshe 
Dayan, is illustrative of the very special relationship the United States has developed with his count­
ry over the past 22 years. It is doubtful whether a Nato or Seato defence chief would have been grant­
ed such high protocol treatment. Most would have had to be satisfied with meeting the Defence 
Secretary, Mr. Melvin Laird, or in exceptional cases, the Secretary of State, Mr. Rogers, or the 
Vice-P resident.

When President Truman said in October. 1948: “Weare pledged to a state of Israel, large enough, 
free enough and strong enough to make its people self-supporting and secure”, the stage was set 
for the gradual establishment of an association between the United States and another country unique 
inAmericanhistory. Today, that association is far closer in all areas -- defence, economic collabora­
tion, intelligence exchange, common citizenship, and mutual diplomatic support then enjoyed, for 
example, between the United States and Great Britain.

Unique also is Israel’s almost total immunity from criticism in the United States — a situation 
hardly paralleled by any of our European or Asian allies, many of whose faults and frailties are 
daily aired in our communications media and by our legislative representatives. Perhaps as James 
Restpn of the New York Times suggested a short while ago, “ . . . you can put it down as a general 
rule that any criticism of Israel’s policies, will be attacked as antisemitism”. And so it goes in 
reverse, with Israel’s image as a small, democratic, courageous little country struggling to survive 
in a sea of uncivilized, bloodthirsty, pro-communist Arabs, representing — rightly or wrongly — 
the view of most Americans. A new, very impressive colour documentary film on Israel and the 
Bible sponsored by Billy Graham and to be shown in 1,200 Christian churches throughout the United 
States each month, will support this image.

In dollars and cents, America’s assistance to Israel through the years, both governmental and 
private, has been prodigious. During the 20-year period between 1948-1968, the United States govern­
ment economic aid totalled $11,000m., while dollar transfers from private sources amounted to 
$25,000m., a total of $36,000m., or $1,400 per capita on a current population of 2,500.000. This 
greatly exceeds on a per capita basis, United States assistance to any ally and compares to $35 per 
capita basis, United States assistance to any ally and compares to $35 per capita to the peoples of 
13 neighbouring states. Since 1968, American assistance to Israel has greatly increased. Dollar 
transfers in 1970 reached $800m. and in 1971 will approximate $1.5 billion.

Until 1967, we assured Israel a continuing supply of modern military equipment directed through 
West Germany and France and we were thus able to avoid Arab hostility. However, with the conclu­
sion of German “reparations” andDe Gaulle’s change in Middle East Policy, America has since 1967 
become the exclusive purveyor of arms to Israel. Of greater significance is the fact that qualitative­
ly, America has provided aircraft, missiles, and electronic systems of greater sophistication and 
greater strike capability than those furnished our Nato and Seato allies. For example, Greece, 
Turkey, and Iran, which form the northern tier defence line against the Soviet Union, have not yet 
received our Phantom aircraft. A few weeks ago, the House of Representatives passed an amendment 
to the Defence Procurement Bill giving the President open-ended authority to transfer military 
equipment to Israel without total cost limitation. As the Speaker of the House, Mr. McCormack re­
marked. “. . . I have never seen in my 42 years as a member of this body, language of this kind...” 
Great Britain at the height of its struggle with Hitler, never received such a “blank cheque”. Nw, 
in more recent times, has South Vietnam. The Senate on December 15, by a 60 to 20 vote, killed the 
Williams’ Amendment to the Defence Appropriations Bill which would have restricted the President 
from sending United States troops into Israel without Congressional permission.Many who are sup­
porting similar limitations with regard to Cambodia in the Cooper-Church Amendment opposed the 
Israel restriction.

There has been significance also in Washington’s reaction to the Soviet action in putting an anti­
aircraft missile defence system in Egypt which began before and was apparently completed after the 
cease-fire arrangements undertaken at the Secretary of State Mr. Rogers’ initiative last summer. 
The concern has greatly exceeded that generated by reports of air-to-ground Soviet missiles and 
nuclear submarines in Cuba today in defiance of the 1961 Kennedy-Khrushchev understanding.

In the area of nuclear weapons, the United States has also pursued an exceptional position vis-a- 
vis Israel. Curing the years when we were pressing over 100 nations in the world community with 
whatever diplomatic, economic and military leverage we might have to adhere to the Nuclear Non- 
Proliferation Treaty, Israel alone was exempted from strong representations. In fact we may have 
encouraged Israel to refrain from assuming the obligations set forth in this international under­
taking. Through a study prepared at White House request by the Rand Corporation of California, 
we provided Israel with the most advanced technical and political data on the effective use of nuclear 
weapons in the Middle East. The JewishPressin December summarized the nuclear situation. “The 
experts who before the Six Day War felt that India would become the next member of the nuclear 
club now believe that the next member will be Israel”. This, in fact, has already occurred. The 
nuclear reactors at Dimona and Nahal Sorek have been reported for several years to be producing 
plutonium sufficient for 10 25-kiloton bombs a year. The widely-read Nuclear War and Nuclear 
Peace recently published by the former head of Israel Army Intelligence, General Y. Harakabi, is 
the current authority on the use of nuclear weapons in the Middle East conflict. In contrast to our 
intense opposition to France’s nuclear development, the United States has supported Israel in vir­
tually an identical policy.

In the exchange of intelligence, American cooperation with Israel is unprecedented and goes far 
behond the special nuclear arrangements with Great Britain based on the McMahon Act. During the 
months before the June, 1967, hostilil es, the military intelligence requirements required by Wash­
ington from American embassies, the Central Intelligence Agency and military intelligence staffs 
in the Middle East were very largelybased on Israel needs, not on American interests. The effective­
ness of the Israel air strikes on June 5, 1967 was assured at least in part, by information on Egyptian 
airfields and aircraft disposition provided through American sources. With political and economic 
information, it has long been State Department practice to provide the Israeli Embassy in Washington 
with copies of all of our reports from Middle East embassies considered to be of interest. A summary 
by Ray Vickers about this cooperation appeared in the Wall Street Journal on February 12, 1970. 
When the American Naval Intelligence ship Liberty was attacked by Israeli air and sea units in June, 
1967 — with the loss of 34 dead and 71 injured -- the incident resulted in minimum official reaction.
It boggles the imagination to speculate as to the reaction were the attackers to have been British 
or French, much less Egyptian, as initially assumed.

Israel also enjoys an exceptional position on the question of dual citizenship laws an American 
voting in the elections or serving in the armed forces or government of a foreign country loses his 
citizenship. By a recent Supreme Court interpretation, Americans may serve in Israel in this 
manner without loss of citizenship. Under the Israel Law of Return, an American Jew entering Israel 
is automatically given Israeli nationality.

Since the war in June, 1967, and particularly during the past year American commitments to Israel 
have been greatly expanded. Before 1967 the United States was committed to Israel’s territorial integ­
rity within the 1948 armistice lines and to her economic viability. Tangentially, Washington favoured 
a military balance in the Middle East. In the United Nations Resolution of November, 1967,America, 
in effect, opposed Israel’s retention of the territories conquered by force the previous June. This 
fundamental position has now changed very radically.

Last summer, in a series of statements from the San Clemente “White House”, the Nixon Ad­

ministration would appear to have extended the territorial in­
tegrity commitment to include until final peace settlement, the 
occupied territories; to have moved from assuring a military 
balance, to guaranteeing Israel a “military superiority capable 
of launching a rapid knock-out blow” against her neighbours 
and to hav supported Israel’s continued “racial exclusiveness’ 
thereby negating our 18 years of support for the United Nations 
Palestine refugee formula of “repatriation or compensation”. 
When asked during his December 10 press conference whether 
American still adhered to its position on Israeli withdrawal 
from the “occupied territories”. President Nixon, for the first 
time, evaded the issue by saying that it was a matter for nego­
tiation.

Finally, the assignment and advancement of personnel in 
the Department of State to the top positions relating to Middle 
East policy, have traditioally been subject to prior approval 
by the American Zionist leadership. As an example in reverse, 
the firing of the United Nations Ambassador, Mr. Charles W. 
Yost, was demanded by “the pro-Israel lobby”, as recently re­
ported by the columnists, Evans and Novak.

This special relationship would appear to have the full and 
massive support of most Americans and certainly of the Con­
gress and the press. It is hardly surprising therefore that every 
Administration since that of President Truman has worked to­
wards establishing closer and more cordial ties with Israel as 
one of the cardinal principles of American foreign policy. 
General Moshe Dayan, when he met President Nixon, was in a 
far more enviable position than other top foreign leaders visit­
ing Washington; whether they be Mr. Heath, M. Pompidou, or 
Herr Will Brandt, or representatives of Asian, African or Latin 
American countries friendly to the United States.

Only history can provide the total explanation for this very 
special American-Israeli relationship. It has now reached a 
point where Israel’s security and welfare is considered vital 
to American welfare, but our reaction to any threats against 
Israel is more intense than with any of our Nato or Seato allies. 
One State Department humorist has said: “Were Israel’s survi­
val to be seriously threatened, we would be in the Third World 
war in two minutes — with Berlin, it might take several daysf’
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The Problem of Ethnic Discrimination 
Between Oriental and Western Jews 
Takes Crisis Proportions in Israel

JERUSALEM — The Knesset 
voted March 25 a resolution 
recognizing officially and tor 
the first time, the existence 
in Israel of ethnic discrimi­
nation between Afro-Asian im­
migrants (also called Oriental 
J ews or Sephardim) and Ame­
rican and European immigrants 
(also known as Western Jews 
or Ashkenazim),

The resolution was voted to 
curb the sequels of the de­
monstration staged in Jerusa­
lem three weeks earlier on 
March 3 against ethnic discri­
mination.

It was the first sizable de­
monstration in many years al­
though the problem of ethnic 
discrimination has been with the 
Israelis since the mass immi­
gration of Oriental Jews in the 
early fifties.

Violence between Sephardim 
and Ashkenazim reached crisis 
proportions in 1961, but the au­
thorities liked to pretend that 
the problem was decreasing as 
the Oriental Jews allegedlly 
found an increasingly large 
place in the settler-society over 
the years. Instead, Oriental and 
Western Jews basically remai­
ned two distinctive peoples, for­
ming separate communities and 
occupying different strata in so­
ciety -- the Ashkenazim con­
stituting to all practical pur­
poses a ruling caste.

The unprecedented protest 
march in Jerusalem on March 
3 forced the parliamentary La­
bor Commission to vote March 
25 a resolution requesting the 
government to put an end “with­
in 10 years” to discrimination 
between immigrants from 
Africa and Asia on the one hand 
and the US and Europe on the 
other.

The resolution made speci­

fic reference to discrimination 
with regards conditions of ar­
rival in Israel as well as con­
ditions of absorbing or integrat­
ing the newcomers into the life 
of the settler-state.

The commission resolution 
emphasized growing income and 
living standard disparities bet­
ween the two ethnic groups.

DISCRIMINATION 
Ethnic Discrimination takes 

many forms in Israel.
Sometimes it is crude. There 

was a case of an Oriental who 
went for a job and heard his 
prospective employer tell 
another in German that he was 
schwarz (black).

Another who was invited

Yet Israel spends $5 million a day on military matters.

for an interview was asked one 
question - his country of origin 
When he said he was from 
Burma, they said they hadn’t 
any work.

Someone even made up a 
popular song about this sort of 
thing: its theme was “jobs for 
all but the wog. ”

The usual form ethnic dis­
crimination takes is to con­
sider all Orientals backward 
and poor, and to assume that 
all Westerners are progres­
sive and rich. The criterion is 
invariably a materialistic one;

“PROTEC TIA”

But the most resented type 
of discrimination is the with­
holding of “protectia” (or per­
manent status), with all the 
benefits it involves. Without 
it there is no security, no 
pension no holiday pay, no sick 
leave;

An Oriental Jew in an Ash­
kenazi firm finds it difficult to 
progress beyond the status of 
a temporary worker. A private 
firm can legally dismiss a tem­
porary after eight months and 
re-employ him without ever 
making him permanent, or gi­
ving him “protectia.”

One Oriental nurse with 
27 years experience, was 
employed for 11 months and then 
dismissed a month before she 
would have been given “protec­
tia”. She had been matron of 
a leading hospital in the country 
of her origin.

IN KNESSET

Discrimination is not confined 
only to individuals and private 
enterprise. It is found in all 
spheres run by the government. 
Proportionally, the Oriental

Jew is under-represented in po­
litics. Of the 120 Knesset mem­
bers today, only 17 are Oriental 
Jews. The rest are either Wes­
tern Jews (72) hailing from Po­
land (39), Russia (14) and other 
European countries (17̂  or na­
tives of Palestine (33).

The better houses in good 
areas are reserved for immi­
grants from the West. The 
reason the government gives is 
that they wish to attract more 
Western immigrants. Yet Jews 
living in the country continue 
to live in poor conditions. 
Among Jews of Asian or Afri­
can origin, the density of peo­
ple to a room is 2.1 compa­
red with 1.5 among Israeli- 
born and 1.3 for Jews from the 
West.

BLACK PANTHERS
About a thousand students 

of the Hebrew University in 
Jerusalem met to discuss the 
problem of ethnic discrimina­
tion on March. 25 alsothesame 
day the resolution was passed by 
the parliamentary Labor Com­
mission.

In the course of the student 
meeting, representatives of Is­
rael’s Black Panthers — an 
organization of African and 
Asian immigrants — protested 
against facilities accorded to 
Western immigrants particu­
larly the natives of the Soviet 
Union now reaching Israel.

Israel’s Black Panthers are 
not black but brown— the child­
ren of the often dark- 
skinned Oriental Jews from 
North African and Middle 
Eastern Jews who made up more 
than half of Israel’s population 
but have yet to win their full 
share of economic security and 
responsibility.

According to an Iraqi Jew 
(Youssef Isha Soufir Saghir) 
who managed to return to Iraq 
last month after 20 years of 
absence in Israel, the big 
enterprises and key government 
posts in the settler-state are 
strictly reserved for Western 
Jews, Most of the Sephardim 
on the other hand serve in hou­
ses, hotels and restaurants,

Saghir said the highest post 
occupied by any of the 125,000 
Iraqi Jews in Israel was that 
of a municipal accountant.

THE DEMONSTRATION

A day before the Jerusalem 
demonstration of March. 3, the 
Israeli police detained 14 
leaders of the Black Panthers, 
including one Israeli associa­
ted with New Left circles in 
the occupied city. He is Chaim 
Hanegby, a member of the Cent­
ral Committee of MATZPEN, 
the Israeli socialist organiza­
tion.

The Israeli authorities have 
hinted that MATZPEN Hebrew 
word fog (Compass), which 
is the only organized though 
miniscule anti-Zionist Jewish 
force in Israel, has been be­
hind the Black Panthers.

The immediate cause of the 
arrests was a handbill announc­
ing a demonstration outside the 
Jerusalem City Hall to com­
plain about discrimination in 
jobs and housing.

ENOUGH

On the eve of the demonstra­
tion also, the walls of the occu­
pied city were filled with 
posters reading:

“We. a group of young
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bastards, call upon all those 
who have had enough.

“Enough of being jobless,
“Enough of sleeping at ten In 

a room,
“Enough of seeing houses 

built for new Immigrants,
“Enough of spending time in 

prison,
“Enough of governments of­

ficials,
“Enough of discrimination,
“Enough of being disposses­

sed,
“How long will we be treated 

like this while remaining silent
“Alone, we can do nothing: 

Together, se shall succeed, We. 
are demonstrating for our right 
to become full-fledged citi­
zens. ”

GREENERY
When Teddy Kollek, Mayor of 

occupied Jerusalem, appeared 
among the demonstrators the 
following day he seriously de­
manded that they “keep off the 
freshly-planted grass” outside 
the City Hall, His remark was 
carried live by Television re­
porters.

The demonstrators were ad­
dressed by writers Dan Ben- 
Amotz and Amos Keynan, who 
demanded that the detainees be 
released and spoke of the plight 
of the poor Oriental Jews.

Referring to the recent go­
vernment decision to construct 
21,000 housing units in the oc­
cupied Old City on recently- 
confiscated Palestinian Arab 
land, the two speakers alluded 
that the new housing will be 
given to well-educated Western 
Jewish immigrants as an en­
ticement to settle in Israel,

Meanwhile, pamphlets were 
distributed at the demonstra­
tion. The handouts asked: “Is 
it only permissible to demonst­
rate on behalf of Soviet Jewry?” 
and “Are members of Golda 
Meir’s (Sephardic) community 
the only ones allowed to de­
monstrate?”

ENEMY WITHIN
A few days later, on March 

12, the Jewish Chronicle week­
ly carried an article by Geoffry 
D. Paul entitled “ Poverty—the 
Enemy Within” describing Is­
rael’s Black Panthers in the 
following words:

The Black Panthers of Jeru­
salem are the wreckage left on 
the shore after the waves of 
North African immigration of 
the early fifties had passed. 
Most of them are young enough 
to carry the proud appellation 
“sabra, ” that is, one bom in 
the country, but they have 
reaped none of the benefits.

They were spawned in the 
two-storey stone houses thrown 
up almost overnight in the Ka- 
tamon district and the tin huts 
erected in Kiryat Yovel to pro­
vide “temporary” accom­
modation for the torrent of Mo­
roccan Tunisian, Algerian and 
Middle'TSast Jews who poured 
into Israel in the first few 
years after statehood.

The two-room flats in the 
Katamon buildings were not too 
bad when they had to accom_ 
modate just mother, father and 
perhaps four children. But then 
grandmother and grandfather 
came too, and, as is the way 
with families of Oriental origin 
more children (today’s Black 
Panthers).

Now there are anything up 
to twelve people, sometimes 
even more, living in two rooms 
with only primitive facilities. 
When the older children mar­
ry, they join the night-time 
scramble for a place on the 
mattresses thrown on the 
floor. There is ne.ver a second 
of privacy, not a moment when 
a baby isn’t crying, children

fighting or parens, care-worn 
parents, arguing,

Kiryat Yovel, where some of 
the best accommodation in Jer­
usalem is being constructed in 
Jerusalem is being constructed 
for new immigrants, still has 
450 families living in tin huts 
with no other source of warmth 
in the cold winters than a con­
glomeration of bodies. , They 
were little better than cattle 
sheds when they were built. 
Now it is 20 years later.

The children have nowhere 
to go but the streets - where 
there are what you and I would 
call streets. There are no play­
grounds. no parks. It is sur­
prising "that more of the boys 
do not turn to crime and more 
of the girls to prostitution.

Of course, many of them do 
But prison or reformatory is 
no cure forty-four per cent of 
the children who were judged 
delinquent in 192 came back 
before the courts.

The best teachers in the world 
could not provide an adequate 
education for children from this 
sort of background, children 
who are racked, additionally 
by emotional disturbances. 
Even the army which has hand­
led many tough problems in 
its time, does not want them in 
its ranks.

To hell with Grisha Feigin, 
shouted one young man at last 
week’s Jerusalem demonstra­
tion, “what about me?”

ON DISCRIMINA TION
BY ISAAC DEUTSCHER

The cultural outlook of Israel is strongly affected by changes in the composition of the people. 
Under the British Mandate Jews of European origin formed the overwhelming majority. Now they 
are only a minority. Immigrants from Asia and Africa constitute over fifty percent of the people 
of Israel.

Jews from French North Africa, half Arab and half French in outlook, vociferous and turbulent, 
sit with their families in front of their huts and shops taken over from Muslims. 1116 parents 
talk shops and argue over the pros and cons of a return journey to-Morocco or Tunisia; while their 
children read and discuss the latest issue of “Nouvelles Litteraires” of Paris. Then there are the 
Jews of Iran in black lambskin hats, and those of Iraq, and of Turkey, some Westernized others 
Oriental; and the Bukhara Jews in white, flowing, silken Sabbath-dress with with soft biblical beards. 
There are the Yemenites with black glowing eyes and black, long, curled sidelocks dangling from 
shaven heads. Their crowd the open-air labour-market seeking work as domestic servants.

The story is told how the British airways brought over to Israel forty-five thousand Yemenites, 
men, women, and children. They gaily boarded the planes which they had never seen before: they 
believed that these were (he wings of the White Eagle on which, according to an old prophecy, they 
were destined to return to the Holy Land when Messiah came. But on landing they were frightened 
to death when they were told to board buses that were to take them from the Israeli airport to the 
transit camps: there was nothing in the Messiantic prophecy about vehicles like buses.

The Jews here are no longer only Europe’s overspill into Asia, which they were for many years- 
the Levant and the Southern Arabia desert have made their contributions to Israel. But how will 
this meeting of Orient and Occident affect Israel’s cultural outlook? In Jerusalem and Tel Aviv 
one hears all sorts of profound theories and prognostications. Some point to the very high birthrate 
of Oriental Jews and predict the eventual Orientalization of Israel. Others foresee a synthesis 
and a new Isreli culture. I suppose that the European Jews will eventually assimilate the Oriental 
ones. They represent the higher civilization which usually conquers the lower and they are already 
conquering it through school and army both of decisive importance for the unification of Israel’s 
language, culture, and custom.

In (he meantime a certain antagonism between the Oriental and the Western Jew is noticeable. 
The Western Jew holds all the positions of influence in civil service, army, education, industry, 
commerce and finance,. The Eastern Jew feels himself a second-class citizen, a victim of dis­
crimination and European arrogance, (in some cases he even complains of a colour bar.) Grievan­
ces so long voiced by Jew against gentile are voiced here try Jew against Jew.

Some of the Oriental Jews find that their social status is lower than in their old country. For 
instance, in French North Africa the Jewish trader stoodhalf-waybetween the colon and the back­
ward Arab-he was somewhere in the middle of the social ladder. In Israel he is down at the bottom: 
vis-a-vis the European Jew he is in a position similar to that in which the North Africa Arab finds 
himself vis-a-vis the Frenchman.

The European Jew is aware of the Oriental’s jealousy and resentment and is sometimes afraid of 
them. You can even hear doubts expressed about their loyalty.

“Goodness knows, in ease of trouble they may even join hands with the Arabs. There isn’t much 
difference between them and the Arabs, is there?”

This is probably not a view seriously held, but it does indicate tension. Some think that one day 
the animosity of the Oriental Jews may be whipped up and exploited, for instance, by the Revisionists, 
the potential fascist party, whose strength for the time being negligible. In the meantime all parties 
and leaders make their moves with one eye on the Oriental half of the nation, trying to gauge its 
sensibilities; and to influence its moral. When high officials argue that a tough policy has to be 
adopted towards the Arabs because Oriental people are likely to take any other policy as a sign 
of weakness, they have in mind not only the Arabs but the Oriental Isrealis as well. The “acts 
of relation"against the Arabs, Including the Kibiya massacre, were calculated as much to keep up 
the spirit of the Oriental Israelis as to intimidate the Arabs.
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DEIR YASSIN:
Forgotten Tragedy with Present-Day Meaning

On April 9, 1948, Jewish 
terrorists of the Irgun Zvai 
Leumi and the Stern Gang 
massacred 254 Arabs of Deii 
Yassin, a village at the western 
edge of Jerusalem.

Deir Yassin had done nothing 
to provoke this. Sometimes 
it is said to have been “a nest 
of armed Arabs* or “a point of 
concentration for an Arab at­
tack.* Actually this was im­
possible because it was entirely 
surrounded by Jewish suburbs. 
It had “for months lived pea­
ceably in a sort of agreement 
with them,* (1) *had on occa­
sion collaborated with the 
Jewish Agency,* (2) was said 
by a Jewish newspaper to have 
driven out some Arab militants, 
(3) and was “practically the only 
village in the Jerusalem area 
which had not applied to the Arab 
authorities sayingit was in dan­
ger*. (4)

Sometimes the massacre is 
said to have been in revenge for 
an Arab attack on a convoy to 
the Hadassah Hospital. Actually 
this took place five days later.

And sometimes it is said that 
the terrorists suffered casual­
ties (4 dead and nearly 40 Woun­
ded) as they approached the vil­
lage. “They may have made 
contact wit h a party of Arab 
irregulars • — not the villa­
gers.* (5) The men of the 
village were absent, for they 
worked in the city.

When the Jews entered 
the village, they found none but 
old people, women, and child­
ren.

ARABS APPEAL TO 
RED CROSS

For two days afterwards, 
while they tried to tidy up the 
mess they had made, the Irgun 
allowed no one else in, except 
a Jewish policeman who report­
ed that one Arab had been killed. 
(6) The Arabs of Jerusalem beg­
ged the British authorities to 
investigate, but the British, af­
raid of the terrorists, would not 
go near the place. The Arabs 
then appealed to the Palestine 
delegate of the Red Cross, 
Jacques de Reynier, and he 
went. He found 150 bodies th­
rown into a cistern, and another 
40 or 50 at one side. In all he 
counted 254 dead, including 145 
women of whom 35 were preg­
nant. He found a 6-year-old 
Arab girl still living under a 
heap of corpses. (7) ‘Eye wit­
nesses said later that it was not 
possible to go near the village 
without becoming nauseated.* 
(8)

The village was looted (9) and 
razed to the ground. It is not 
now marked on Israeli maps. 
Its site is under Kfar Sia’ul, 
a suburb of Israeli Jerusalem.

150 surviving women and ch­
ildren were stripped and para­
ded -on open trucks through 
a Jewish quarter, where they 
were stoned and spat on. An 
American lady took 40 orphan­
ed children into the Anna Staf­
ford Nursing Home in Jerusa­
lem; but, when she approached 
one little boy, he screamed 
“She is one of them’! and fell 
down with a heart-attack, from 
which he later died. (10)

The Irgun and Stern Gang 
escorted a party of American 
correspondents to a press con­
ference and ‘offered them tea 
and cookies and amplified de­
tails of the operation.” (1 ) 
They announced that it was the

first Jewish capture of an Arab 
village $n this they were in­
exact) and that it was “the be­
ginning of the conquest of Pa­
lestine and Trans-Jordan.’(12) 
They posted leaflets, descrip­
tive of the massacre, in many 
Arab villages. Loudspeaker 
vans toured Arab Jerusalem 
broadcasting in Arabic: “Un­
less you leave your homes, the 
fate of Deir Yassin will be 
your fate!” (13)

“The full details, the fact 
that the villagers had been pea­
ceful and neutral, that they had 
been attacked by terrorists 
with the active support of the 
Jewish Agency’s own army, and 
that the population had been mas­
sacred, stripped and robbed, 
and their bodies had been left 
unburied or thrown into wells, 
were widely circulated th­
roughout Palestine’ (14) — 
with predictable effect on the 
rest of the Arab inhabitants.

SIMILAR TO NAZI 
ATROCITIES

Deir Yassin has been com­
pared with the Nazi atrocities 
at Oradoursur-Klane and Li­
dice, or even “was a horror 
worse than Lidice, for in Lidice 
only the men and boys were 
slaughtered.’ (15) Apologists 
for Israel customarily call it 
“an isolated incident.’ An Is­
raeli government pamphlet of 
1958 calls it “the one and only 
instance of Jewish high-handed 
action in this war.’ Actually 
numerous other Arab places 
were being bloodily assaulted: 
for instance Qazaza 4 months 
before Deir Yassin (December 
1947), Sa’sa’ (February 1948), 
Salameh and Bir Adas andKan- 
na (March 1948), and, in the 
same months as Deir Yassin, 
Kastel and Lajjun and Saris and 
Tiberias and Haifa and Jaffa 
and Acre and Nasred-Din and 
Katamon. (At Katamon, an Arab 
part of Jerusalem New City, 
the method of throwing the cor­
pses of men and women down 
the well was again employed.) 
(16) During the interregnal pe­
riod of strife between November 
1947 and May 1948, the ratio 
killings by Jews: killings by 
Arabs wasabout 1078:320 (more 
than 3:1) in the part of the 
period leading up to Deir Yas­
sin, and 269:42 (more than 6:1) 
in the part following Deir Yas­
sin. (17) In short, the Deir Ya­
ssin “ incident was isolated ton- 
ly by its magnitude.

Two days after Deir Yassin, 
the Arab Higher Committee of 
Palestine issued this statement, 
signed by its secretary, Dr. 
Hussein Khalidi:

“We realize that the Jews 
have been treated in this man­
ner by the Nazis. We know of 
their suppressed hatred of their 
persecutors. But now their hat­
red is directed against Arabs, 
among whom the Jews have liv­
ed for 13 centuries The Arab 
reaction is not for me to say, 
but there will be no reprisals.*

The Jewish Agency for Pa­
lestine (forerunner of the Is­
raeli government) and the Ha- 
ganah (military arm of the Jew­
ish Agency) publicly dissocia­
ted themselves from the outrage 
and announced that none of their 
troops had taken part. Hence, 
we are told to this day that 
Israel has no official respon­
sibility for this and other ac­
tions of the terrorists.

But the Irgun published (18) 
this letter they had received 
from the Jerusalem commander 
of the Haganah; “I learn that 
you plan an attack on Deir Yas­
sin. I wish to point out that the 
capture of Deir Yassin and 
holding it is one stage in our 
general plan. I have no objection 
to your carrying out the opera­

tion provided you are able to 
hold the village...If foreign for­
ces (i.e. native Arabs) enter 
the place this will upset our 
plan for establishing an airfield 
(on the ruins of the village).*

According to at least one ca­
reful authority (19) the Haganah 
actually participated: ‘For 
reasons which are still some­
what unclear, it was decided to 
take the village and the Irgun 
was entrusted with the task. Ir­
gun failed to do so and had to 
call upon Haganah for assist­
ance. Together the two groups 
captured the village, whereup­
on Haganah seems to have with­
drawn from the scene, leaving 
the Arab captives to the tender 
mercies of the Irgun." After 
the massacre, the Irgun handed 
the village over to the Haga­
nah, by whom it was formally 
occupied on April 12. (20)

Besides the Irgun, the Stern 
Gang, and the Haganah, yet ano­
ther Jewish force was involv­
ed: Palmach, commandos of the 
Haganah. In the Palestine Post 
(21) Palmach denied that it had 
“cooperated,* and said that it 
had merely ‘provided covering 
fire."

As for the Jewish Agency it­
self, it was this body that M. de 
Reynier had to ask for permis­
sion to enter the village (and 
that for a day refused him the 
permission). (22)

ISRAEL ACCEPTED.
TERRORISTS’S BENEFITS

In any case, the Jewish Agen­
cy took no action' against the 
terrorists. “The government 
invited the Jewish Agency... to 
caU upon the Jewish com­
munity for their assistance in 
bringing to justice members of 
terrorist groups who had been 
guilty of murder and other cri­
mes over a considerable pe­
riod... The invitation was dec­
lined by the agency on the gr - 
ound that it was contrary to 
Jewish political interests... The 
agency... undertook to establish 
a civil guard to deal with ter­
rorist groups; however, this 
force has never been created..* 
(23)

Israel has accepted and made 
permanent the benefits of the 
terrorists’ actions (the conve­
nient exodus of the Arabs). Is­
rael has not handed back Arab 
territory, such as Jaffa, cap­
tured by the Irgun alone. The 
subject of complicity between 
officials and terrorists is a sh­
rouded subject in Israel: “Much 
is still obscure as to the re­
lations between the Haganah or 
the government and the Irgun. 
For comprehensible reasons, 
the government does not think 
the time is yet come to tell its 
story fully and frankly.* (24) 
But operations by the unofficial 
forces were retrospectively 
‘adopted* by the state of Is­
rael, which now pays equal war- 
pensions to veterans of the 
Irgun, the Stern Gang, and the 
official forces. (25) For ex­
ample, four of thelrgunists who 
took part in the crusade against 
Deir Yassin were reported to 
have received pensions. (26) 
Menachem Begin, founder and 
leader of the Irgun and then of 
the Herut, the second largest 
party in Israel, is now a minis­
ter in the Israeli cabinet.

One day after Deir Yassin, 
the Haganah exploited the des­
truction of the village by blow­
ing up the remaining houses.* 
(28)

Three days after Deir Yas­
sin, “The Zionist General Co­
uncil approved... the long- 
debated military accord 
between the Haganah and Irgun 
Zvai Leumi terrorist organiza­
tion... Under the agreement, 
Irgun Zvai Leumi terrorist or­

ganization retains its military 
structure but comes under the 
command of the Haganah...* 
(29) On the same day the same 
Zionist General Council offered 
“peace and friendship* to the 
Arabs, and proclaimed that a 
Jewish state would be estab­
lished in Palestine one month 
thence.

12 days after Deir Yassin, the 
Haganah and Irgun openly joined 
forces in conquering Haifa. 57, 
000 of its 62,000 Arabs fled.

To this day, the Israeli posi­
tion is that they left voluntarily; 
that Arab broadcasts urged 
them to leave * so that the 
Arab armies could sweep th­
rough.* (All broadcasts in the 
Middle East in 1948 were mo­
nitored, and in 1961 the records 
were examined, and there was 
not one Arab broadcast urging 
Arabs to leave; there were se­
veral urging Arabs to stay. (30)) 
Israel avers it has no responsi­
bility for the flight of these re­
fugees, only 12 days after Deir 
Yassin.

Jon Kimche, a Zionist 
publicist, writes (31) that the 
terrorists “justified the mas­
sacre of Deir Yassin because it 
led to the panic fli^it of the 
remaining Arabs in the Jewish 
state area.* Don Peretz, Jew­
ish American scholar, writes 
that as a result of Deir Yassin 
“a mass fearpsychosis...gras- 
ped the whole Arab com­
munity,* Arthur Koestler: this 
“bloodbath... was the psycho­
logically decisive factor in the 
spectacular exodus" of Arab 
refugees. Menachem Begin 
himself (32) describes what his 
men did and concludes: “Panic 
overwhelmed the Arabs of Eretz 
Israel (i.e. of Palestine).. The 
political and economic signifi­
cance of this development can 
hardly be over-estimated.*

ASSIGNED TO 
INTERNATIONAL ZONE

A reminder of the time and 
place. The United Nations had 
advised (November 29, 1947)
that Palestine be partitioned 
into a Jewish State, and Arab 
State, and a Jerusalem Inter­
national Zone. Deir Yassin was 
on land assigned to the Interna­
tional Zone; it was separated 
by 15 miles of Arab State from 
the nearest part of the pro­
posed Jewish State. The parti­
tion was to come into effect on 
May 15, 1948.

Now, not only Israelis but the 
popular news media of the whole 
Western world tell us that on 
May 15 “the armies of five 
Arab countries invaded the new­
born state of Israel.* What 
happened was that these armies 
(totaling 21,500 men as against 
65,000(33) ) entered Arab areas, 
and none but Arab areas, at the 
fervent entreaty of their inha­
bitants, to try to protect them 
against further Deir Yassins. 
(34) And, long before May 15, 
Deir Yassin itself, and Jaffa, 
and Katamon, andNasr-ed-Din, 
and Qazaza, and Haifa, and Sa- 
fad, and many other conquests of 
Arab areas, had already hap­
pened. Who then invaded? Who 
started the 1948 war?

We are told that the million 
Arab refugees cannot be allowed 
back to their homes, nor the 
Arabs allowed to win a war 
against Israel, because they 
hate the Israelis and will wipe 
them out if they get the chance.

Judging by deeds, as opposed 
to words: Arabs have never 
done anything to Jews compara­
ble to what Jews did to Arabs 
at Deir Yassin, at Qibya (Oc­
tober 1953 — 53 Palestinian 
villagers killed by blowing up 
their houses to which they were 
confined by gunfire), at Khan

-Yunis (April 1956 -  275 killed, 
of whom 140 were refugees 
and 135 local people), at Kafr 
Qasim (October 1956 -  51 vil­
lagers, more than half women 
and children, killed for being 
outside their houses during a 
curfew of which they were not 
told), at Karameh refugee camp

(November 1967 — children 
coming out of school mown 
down by mortars and anti-per­
sonal fragmentation bombs 
aimed deliberately along the 
main street)....

AMMAN - The Pales­
tinian Red Crescent So­
ciety said here March 
26 the Israelis expel­
led 11 Palestinian A- 
rabs during the week 
from occupied Gaza to 
the east bank of the 
River Jordan.

Nine of the depor­
tees arrived at a camp 
recently setup in Ghor 
Safi in south Jordan 
while the two others 
were in Maan, also,in 
south Jordan.

One of the deportees 
was a 15-year-old stu­
dent who had spent 8 
months in an Israeli 
prison.

The deportees had 
been detained without 
trial for periods ran­
ging from 18 months to 
three years and signs 
of torture were visible 
on their bodies.

During the period 
between December 8,1970 
•and February 24, 1971, 
a total of 111 Palesti­
nian Arabs were forci­
bly expelled and depor­
ted from their native 
and ancestral country 
to the east bank of the 
Jordan River.

The figure was of­
ficially conveyed to 
UN Secretary General U 
Thant in March.
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U.S. Astronaut 
Lectures In Israel
JERUSALEM - US astronaut 

James McDlvitt was among 700 
delegates, including 16 top 
foreign experts, who attended in 
early March the 13th Annual 
Conference on Aviation and 
Astronautics of the Zionist set­
tler-state of Israel.

They learnt from Communi­
cations Minister Shimon Peres 
that the settler-state now had 
171 licensed aircraft operated 
by 17 companies and an aircraft 
industry which employed 20,000 
people.

Technical conference ses­
sions took place at the 
TECHNION, where McDivitt 
lectured on the Apollo lunar 
landing program.

In the spring of 1970, three 
American Apollo 12 astronauts 
had visited Israel “to plant 
the first trees” in a forest on 
one of the hills of the occu­

pied Holy City of Jerusalem.
The visit had been arranged 

at the time on the initiative of 
the Israeli embassy in Washing­
ton, the Israel consulate in 
Houston and the Jewish National 
Fund (JNF) of the World Zionist 
Organization.

Earlier on December 14, 
1969, the US National Astronau­
tics and Space Administration 
had made an unique exception of 
a ban against the use of its 
astronauts as fund raisers to 
let the Apollo-12 moon crew 
and a number of colleagues 
take part in a money-raising 
dinner for the Jewish National 
Fund.

About 1,400 persons attended 
the said $100-a-plate dinner 
honoring astronauts Charles 
Conrad Jr. , Alan L, Bean, 
Richard F. Gordon Jr. and 
others.

Vatican Warns Israel Must 
Respect Jerusalem Status

VATICAN CITY -  The Va­
tican weekly warned Israel 
March 24 that there could be 
no true peace in the Mid­
dle East without respect for 
the special status of Jerusalem 
as a universal religious shrine. 
Jerusalem was sacred to the 

Jews, the Christians and the 
Moslems, Professor Federico 
Alessandrinl, the Vatican 
spokesman, wrote in his capa­
city as a journalist in “L’os- 
servatore Della Domenica. ’’ 

“True peace in the Middle 
East and in Palestine cannot 
happen without taking into con­
sideration these realities,” 
Professor Alessandrini wrote, 
“To want to Ignore them or, 

Worse still, to want to suppress 
them, would only deepen divi­
sions and, sooner or later, one 
would have to suffer the con­
sequences,” he said.

Professor Alessandrinl’s re- ' 
marks appeared to be part of a 
deliberate Vatican campaign to 
publicize its views on the prob­
lem of Jerusalem, beginning an 
March 14 with a speech by Pope 
Paul,

The pope called for recogni­
tion of the special requirements
of the holy places ‘ ‘convergence 
of a pluralism of historical and 
religious rights... ”

The problem was taken up 
again by the Vatican newspaper,
“ L’osservatore Romano, ” 
March 22 in an unsigned article 
priating PalestinianArabareas 
of Jerusalem.

Professor Alessandrini wrote 
March 24 that there were 
fears of a forced expulslonaT 
the non-Jewish minorities from 
Jerusalem.

“The rights of these minori­
ties must be protected if one 
really wants to lay the founda­
tions of peace and obtain secu­
rity,” he said,

West
German
Reservists
Arrive
In
Lydda

LYDDA — A contingent of 20 
reservists in the West Ger­
man armed forces -- one of 
them a girl — arrived here 
in early April for Israel’s an­
nual three-day march around 
occupied Jerusalem.

It is the first time a West 
German group has taken part 
in the 90 kilometer march, 
which is organized by the Is­
raeli army as a sporting event.

U.S. Jew Desecrates Tomb 
Of Christ in Holy City

JERUSALEM — A 21-year- 
old American Jew‘desecrated 
the tomb of Christ in the Church 
of the Holy Sepulchre,

The Israeli press,, which 
played the incident down,merely 
stated that an American by the 
name of Larry Herman had de­
secrated the tomb. It foiled to 
mention that he was an immig­
rant who had been living in Is­
rael for some time.

According to the reports rea­
ching Amman, Herman entered 
the church Feh. 24 and after 
roaming about entered the tomb 
chamber which is built on the 
site where Christ is supposed 
to have been crucified - the 
most holy of all Christian re­
lics. He Jumped on the marble 
block which covers the empty

tomb and stamped on it, then 
blew out the candles and knoc­
ked down a priest who tried 
to stop him before he was fi­
nally overpowered by believers 
at the church.

The occupation authorities foiled 
to take any action on the outrage 
until four . days later after 
church leaders had protested 
The Israeli press gave the whole 
incident low-keyed coverage or 
ignored it completely.

Herman was remanded In 
custody and later referred to a 
psychiatrist for an examination. 
Church leaders recalled the 
case of Dennis Michael Rohan, 
the Australian sheep-shearer, 
who burned the Aqsa Mosque 
iand was sentenced to psychiat­
ric treatment.

LONDON, CANADA -  The 
Canadian Arab Society of Lon­
don wants the federal govern­
ment to determine why The 
Unholy Land -  a book critical 
of Israel -  has been withdrawn 
from sale by Coles Book Stores.

Members of the society vot­
ed March 20 at the London Mus­
lim Mosque to send the follow­
ing resolution to the federal go­
vernment:

“The Canadian Arab Society 
has discussed with grave con­
cern the report carried by Ca- 
jitiijian Press (CP) on the re­
moval from sale, by the larg- 
e'st chain of book stores in 
Canada, of a book by the edi­
tor of The United Church Ob­
server criticizing Israeli treat­
ment of Palestinians in Israeli 
occupied territories.

“The Arab community con­
siders this action a flagrant 
breach of the rights of Canadi­
ans to freedom of information. 
While deploring this action 
which could be considered a 
Zionist imposed censorship, 
the Canadian Arab community 
requests the Canadian federal 
government for immediate in­
quiry in this breach of a basic 
principle of human rights.”

Rev. A.C. Forrest, author 
of the book, said he assumed 
Coles had “been pressed by 
the Zionist community to take 
me out of stock.”

A spokesman for Coles con­
firmed the book was with­
drawn from its 29 stores, in­
cluding its London branch, but 
refused to say what prompted 
the withdrawal or how many 
books were involved.

All Jabara, a spokesman for 
the London Arab groi&>, said 
its members also plan to set 
up a committee to study the 
situation in more detail and to 
send a resolution of support to 
Mr. Forrest.

Meanwhile, the Canadian Arab 
federation has announced that it 
will hold its Fourth Annual Con­
vention May 21-23 at the Shera­
ton Elmiradoe Motor Inn in 
Ottawa, Ontario.

Disenchanted with Life in Settler -  State

The Arab world's 
information media has 
always proved to be a 
poor match to the su­
perslick Zionist pro­
paganda machinery.

This became obvious 
recently when official 
Arab mass media failed 
to make use of a potent 
weapon at its disposal 
such as the case of I- 
sraeli Army staff de­
fecting to Lebanon.

A total of four I- 
sraelis defected to 
Lebanon in February 
and March this year.

They are David A- 
shador, who escaped to 
Lebanon in February; 
Isaac Moshe Rubinstein, 
who crossed March 11; 
Rene Stein, who defec­
ted March 18; and A- 
vraham Polack, who 
sought asylum on March 
31.

Polack

Instead of using 
the case of the deser­
ters as a pin to de­
flate the bag of wind 
of Israeli propagan­
dists about the "land 
of milk and honey,"
"the only democracy in 
the Middle East" and 
"the land of social 
justice," a government 
such as Lebanon's has 
tried the four defec­
tors, fined each a sum 
of LL.100 and sentenced 
each one of them to a 
month in jail for "il­
legal entry." Needless 
to say that the four 
will be deported at the 
end of their prison 
terms.

But why not try and 
reverse the situation 
to see how the Zionist 
settler-state would 
have handled the cases 
of four Arab defectors,

More than likely, 
world public opinion

would have never heard 
the end of it. The 
defectors would be on 
every radio and televi­
sion station inside 
and outside Israel. 
Special press conferen­
ces would have also 
been held for them to 
"expose Arab crimes."

Nevertheless, and 
to go back to the case 
on hand, the recent de­
sertions by the four 
Israelis indicate that 
holes starting to ap­
pear in the paper cur­
tain of the settler 
state.

Rubinstein, who was 
born in Poland and who 
came to Israel at the 
age of five, said he 
fled from the settler 
state because of "ram­
pant unemployment" and 
the lack of job oppor­
tunities for youth af­
ter they finish their 
military service. He 
also complained about 
ethnic discrimination 
being practised in Is­
rael against Oriental 
Jews.

Rubinstein, who is 

now 21, said he was a 
member of the Israeli 
Communist Party (R,ak-

kah) and that he wan­
ted to contact the So­
viet or Polish embas­
sies in Beirut to ar­
range for his return 
to Eastern Europe.

Stein, 34, told 
the Lebanese court in 
Tyre he was "disappo­
inted by conditions 
and life in Israel."
He made particular re­
ference to inflationa­
ry prices.

He was born in Bu­
dapest; went to the US 
in 1956, where he stu­
died and served in the 
Armed Forces; and mo­
ved to Israel "under 
the influence of Zio­
nist propaganda" on 
June 28, 1970.

Polack, who is an 
Israeli officer, said 
"I am happy to be out 
of the Israeli hell."
In giving himself up 
to a military post in 
South Lebanon he said 
he was seeking politi­
cal asylum or extradi­
tion "to any other 
country other than Is­

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CHURCH LEADERS ASKED TO INTERCEDE 
AGAINST ZIONIST PLANS IN OLD CITY 
BUT ISRAELI HOUSING MINISTER TELLS 
PRESS HE DETESTS EMPTY SPA CES !

JERUSALEM — Israeli plans 
to build housing estates for new 
waves of Zionist colonizers in 
annexed East Jerusalem, al­
ready under fire on political 
and aesthetic grounds, have run 
into active opposition from ex­
propriated Palestinian Arab 
landowners.

Fifty Christian landlords of 
Bethlehem, who have lost land 
between their city and Jeru­
salem, have petitioned Church 
leaders and diplomats, asking 
them to intercede with the oc­
cupation authorities. Their pe­
tition was signed by three ma­
yors -  of Bethlehem and its 
sister towns of Beit Jala and 
Beit Sahur.

The apostolic delegate, Mon­
signor Pio Laghi, raised the 
matter in late March when he 
called on a senior official in 
the office of the prime minis­
ter.

Most of the owners of three 
thousand acres expropriated in 
and around Jerusalem last Au­
gust are Palestinian Moslem. 
But Sharafat, the choice build­
ing site half way between Jeru­
salem and Bethlehem, is owned 
by Palestinian Christians. 
Their complaint, channelled 
through the Churches, comes at 
an embarrassing moment, a 
week after the Vatican’s news­
paper, “Observatore Romano,” 
had charged ferael of “forcibly 
Judaising Jerusalem at the ex­
pense of Moslems and Chris­
tians.”

PROSPERITY

While Bethlehem is in the 
newly occupied West Bank, the 
Sharafat area has been annexed
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The Israeli bulldozer at work on expropriated Palestinian Arab land in occupied Jerusalem. ,
as part of Jerusalem and is 
therefore officially considered 
part of Israel “proper.”

The landlords’ complaint fol­
lows the failure Qf Israeli at­
tempts to buy the land. One 
landlord, Giries Handal, a 
Bethlehem pharmacist, told 
Walter Schwarz of the Guardian 
that officials of the Ke­
ren Kayemet, the Israeli land 
purchasing authority, had twice 
offered to buy his land even 
after it had been expropriated.

Mr. Handal says he bought 
his three acres in Sharafat se­
ven years ago as an investment. 
While waiting to build on it, he 
has earned money by quarrying 
the valuable blue building stone 
that is a feature of the area.

He added: “The Keren Kaye­
met told me the most I could

get in compensation would be 
200 sterling an acre and they 
offered me as uch as 2,000 
sterling. But that is no more 
than the price I paid seven 
years ago. So on financial as 
well as on human and patrio­
tic grounds, there is no sense 
in selling.”'

The landlords have been told 
by Israeli lawyers that they 
can take legal action only when 
physical steps are taken to in­
terfere with their land. This 
happened last week when bull­
dozers moved in. The landlords 
will attempt to claim that the 
law under which land was seiz­
ed — originally a British man­
datory law — permits seizure 
on “Welfare” grounds. They 
argue that buildingflats for sale 
to Israeli families cannot be

classed as welfare, and add 
that they themselves would be 
willing to form a company to 
build flats on their land.

Sharafat, south of Jerusalem, 
is part of a plan by the Israeli 
Ministry of Housing to surround 
the city with housing estates, to 
reinforce its overall “Jewish” 
character.

Handal says that a family of 
quarry workers lives on his 
plot and that, altogether, a hun­
dred Palestinian Arab have been 
living in the area now being 
bulldozed.

Another of the new housing 
estates will be at Nebi Samuel, 
the magnificent, commanding 
hill north-west of the occupied 
capital. In late March. Israel 
soldiers bulldozed 15 houses ad­
joining the mosque at the sum­

mit, which houses the tomb of 
the prophet Samuel.

Three Palestinian families 
were evicted from these 
houses: the rest had been aban­
doned in 1967. They were not 
not in the area scheduled for 
the new housing estate. A mi­
litary spokesman said the 
houses were in a dangerous 
state and constituted an eye­
sore for tourists visiting the 
mosque. However, the head man 
of the villa told Schwarz that 
among the bulldozed houses 
there were some that had been 
built recently and were not dan­
gerous.

PROGRESS

The three Palestinian fa­
milies have been moved to hou­
ses in the nearby village that 
had been vacated In 1967.

Israeli security forces were 
summoned to Nebi Samuel 
March 22 to handle Palestinian 
Arab demonstrators protesting 
the expropriations.

Meanwhile, progress on all 
three of the controversial new 
building sites — Sharafat, Nebi 
Samuel and the area of Govern­
ment House — has not gone 
further than site clearing and 
the provision of approach roads 
and water supplies.

But it seems that international 
protests, the complaints of Is­
raelis who fear that their unique 
capital will be transformed 
into a vulgar housing estate, 
and legal action by expropriated 
landlords will not deter the 
Ministry of Housing. The Mi­
nister, Zev Sharef, told a press 
conference recently that he de­
tested empty spaces.

This Is How Israelis Feel Toward 
War, P eace, Arabs And Palestinians

The April 12 issue of Time magazine published results of a survey of Israeli feelings toward war, peace, Arabs 

and the Palestinians.
The Time-Louis Harris poll covered a carefully selected sample of 1,177 Israeli Jews and was carried out with 

the help of Public Opinion Research of Israel Ltd. _ _ j
The survey gives stunning support to the fact that Israel is a colonial settler-state bent on.territorial ex­

pansion and annexation and fundamentally motivated by principles of racial and religious discrimination, exclusive­

ness and supremacy.
Here are some sample results of the survey:

ON EXPANSION
* ** 93% of Israelis approve Israel's annexation of East Jerusalem.
*** 86% favor the annexation of Syria's Golan Heights.
*** 72% are for keeping Sharmelsheikh in Egypt's Sinai desert.

ON PALESTINIANS
*** 2% believe that Palestinians should be allowed to return to live wherever they want in Israel.
*** 7% believe that Palestinians should live in an East Bank-West Bank Palestinian state.
*** 8% believe that Palestinians should'live in a West Bank Palestinian state.
* ** 13% believe that Palestinians should return but only if they are settled in specified areas.
***57% believe that Palestinians should be settled in Arab countries with Israel paying them compensation.

ON RACISM
* ** The highest government gob the majority is willing to give an Arab at the present time is a low-level civil

service position.
***Among the Israelis, 23% say they would be bothered if an Arab sat beside them in a restaurant, 26% if they had 

to work closely with one, 49% if an Arab family moved next door, 54% if their children had an Arab teacher,74% 
if their children became close friends with Arabs, and 84% if a friend or relative were to marry an Arab.

*** Among the Israelis, 53% believe that Arabs are lazier than the Israelis, 66% believe they are more dishonest, 

67% that they are inferior, 74% that they are less intelligent, 75% that they are more cruel,and 80% that they 

are not so brave.
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Israeli Military
Spending Totals
Five Million 
Dollars Daily

TEL AVIV — One worker in 
four in the Zionist settler-state 
of Israel is engaged in some 
military effort, and the budget 
for the 1971/72 fiscal year, 
which began on April 1, sets 
aside almost two million pounds 
sterling or five million dollars 
per day for military spending.

In fact, according to Finance 
Ministry Director A vrahamAg- 
mon, imports are scheduled to 
continue to rise in the coming 
year, reaching $855 million,

compared to $825 million in the 
current year.

What this means to the deve­
lopment of the economy, or 
more correctly the strain it is 
imposing on it, is best illustrat­
ed by another dollar figure: in 
1968, militarypurchasesabroad 
accounted for only $370 mil­
lion.

Summing up the economy in 
1970, the latest March issue of 
ISRAEL INVESTORS’ REPORT 
reveals that prices went up by 
as much as ten per cent as a 
result of extensive deficit fin­
ancing caused by increasing 
Israeli military expenditures.

Largely because of heavy mi­
litary spending, the chronic fo­
reign trade deficit continues to 
be the settler state’s most 
serious economic problem.

The gap in the Israeli balance 
of trade rose from $650 in 
1968 to about $900 in 1969 and 
to an unprecedented total of 
$1,265 million in 1970.

Produce All 
‘Needed Arms'

TEL AVIV, March 22 (R)~ 
The director of Israel’s mili­
tary industrial complex has 
said that Israel could become 
almost completely self-suf­
ficient in the production of ma­
jor weapons.

Addressing a luncheon forum 
here, Yizhak Ironi said this 
had become possible thanks to 
the country’s technological ad­
vances which enabled military 
production to double every two 
years.

Plans for the coming year 
he said called for a 45 year per 
cent increase in production of 
military hardware.

This gap could only be co­
vered by huge credit and uni­
lateral transfers from abroad.

Thus the country’s foreign 
debt has been rising steeply 
from $1,320 million at the end of 
1966 to $1,600 million in 1967, to 
$2,000 million in 1969 and
$2,800 million at the end of
1970.

Outright financial assistance 
to the settler-state from the 
imperialist countries, particu­
larly the U.S. and West Ger­
many, has been prodigious. 
During the 20-year period bet­
ween 1948-68 for instance, the 
U.S. government economic aid 
totalled $11,000 million, while 
dollar transfers from private 
sources amounted to $25,000 
million, a total of 36 billion 
dollars.

He also said that more than 
600 different military items are 
now being produced in Israel 
and exports to some countries 
amounted to scores of millions 
of dollars a year.

Since 1968, U.S. assistance to 
Israel has greatly increased. 
Dollar transfers in 1970 reach­
ed $800 million and in 1971 will 
approximate $1.5 billion. *

Hebraic Names in Israel 
Essential to Jewish Life

JERUSALEM March. 23, 

(LAT)-Much depends here on 
a person’s name. If his name 
is Cohen or Levi or any of 
their derivatives-Cohn, Levy, 
Levin, Lavi—he’s likely to re­
tain it as a good long- 
established Hebraic name.

The government’s National 
Insurance records list Cohen 
and Levy as the most com­
mon names In Israel, with some 
52,000 of the former and 44,- 
000 of the latter.

If the person is named Smith 
or, say, Ettinghausen and he 
wants to work for the govern­
ment, he must Hebraize his 
name.

If the person is an immig­
rant with a clumsy monicker, 
or one determined to break 
as much as possible with his 
past, to link himself wholly 
with Israel and to testify pub­

licly he is taking on a new 
life, probably he will Hebraize 
his name assuming one with Is- 
raeli-Hebraic. as distinguished 
from primarily Jewish conno­
tations.

Thus, one David Green who 
came here long ago from the 
Ukraine changed his name to 
Ben Gurion (meaning son of a 
young lion) for Israelis, Ben 
Gurion has a fine Biblical, Heb­
raic ring.

Similarly, the infant girl born 
Golda Myerson in Russia has 
become Golda Meir.

And a South African-born 
youngster named Abrahm Solo- 
hon became Abraham Ebanwhen 
his widowed mother remarried, 
became Aubrey Eban when he 
lived in England, then Hebrai­
zed the Aubrey to Abba when 
he became an Israeli citizen— 
and later foreign minister.

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ISRAEL SAYS IT HAS 

5,450 PALESTINIAN 

‘CONVICTS;’ MANY 
MORE ARE TRIED
HAIFA - Israel has officially recognized the existence 

of 5,450 Palestian Arab "convicted" prisoners in its 
jails.

The figure, which excludes detainees awaiting triaT or 
held under administrative detention_orders, was given on 
March 26 by the Israeli Minister of Police Shlomo Hillel.

This represents four per thousand of the whole Palesti­
nian population now in occupied territory. For a popula­
tion such as that of the U.S., the figure given by Hillel 
represents some 720,000 prisoners.

Addressing a mass rally in Haifa, Hillel said most of 
the prisoners were convicted on charges of resistance 
and attempts against state security.

In occupied Jerusalem, police sources said March 23 
that 13 "Israeli Arabs" (or Palestinian Arabs under occu­
pation since 1948), mostly highschool students, have been 
detained on suspicion of sending "poison pen" letters to 
several public personalities in their village and of bur 
ning Israeli flags.

The sources said the group, which called itself the 
"White Band", sent letters to eleven residents of their 
village, Kara, in northern Palestine, threatening to kill 
them if they collaborated with the occupation authorities

G A Z A
In Gaza, the largest trial yet in occupied territory 

involving 50 Palestinian resistance men opened before an 
Israeli military court on March 25.

The chief defendants are Galal Hafez Aziza, 25, Aish 
Salim Nabhan Giradah, 38, Muhammad Amran, 20, Muhammad 
Abu Atayek, 36, and other alleged district commando lea­
ders, ,who are charged with "14 counts of murder and 75 o- 
ther counts of terrorism", including the death of three 

Israeli soldiers and one civilian and the injury of four 
Israeli troops.

The accused were arrested last year. The Israeli mili­
tary prosecutor is - in the process of producing 160 "wit­
nesses" against them.

Meanwhile:
@ An unidentified 17-year-old resident of a refugee 

camp in Gaza was sentenced to 15 years for hurling a hand 
grenade at an Israeli military vehicle a year ago.

@ Muhammad Mustafa Arafat, 21, of Rafah was sentenced to 
20 years on March 22 for mine laying and a hand grenade 
attack on Israeli occupation troops.

@ Abdul Diab Atiya Aliyan, 30, a teacher at the Paleŝ - 
tine High School in Gaza, was sent to prison March 22 for 
five years for having reportedly served in a Fateh comman­
do cell. Two other accused received two-and-a-half years 
each on the same charge.

@ Atiyah Ushah, 30, a former policeman, was sentenced 
in Gaza also March 30 to eight years in prison for mem­
bership in Fateh and illegal possession of arms.The pro­
secutor said the accused, while still a policeman, had 
gone to the home of an arrested member of Fateh, and hid­
den a submachinegun he found there, before Israeli occu­
pation officers arrived to conduct a search. The military 
prosecutor said Ushah had later resigned from the police 
and become an active member in the organization before 
being arrested.

§ The trial of Hisham Zina, 32, former deputy headmas­
ter of the Palestine High School in Gaza, and eight others 
accused of membership in Fateh is still underway. The pro­
secutor told the court when it opened here March 22 that 
Zina was arrested on the seashore while trying to escape 
by boat.

US, ISRAEL AGREE 
TO GIVE MILITARY 
AID TO HUSSEIN 
TO ELIMINATE 
PALESTINIANS
AMMAN - US-made M16 
rifles have recently- 
been made available 
to Hussein's core 
army unitts entrusted 
with the task of cra­
cking down on the Pa­
lestinian Revolution.

The news was re­
vealed April 7 by U- 
nited Press Interna­
tional .

On April 8, the 
New York Times quo­
ted US Administration 
officials saying the 
United States plans 
substantial increases 
in military aid to 
Jordan, including mo^ 
re modern tanks.

In a story from 
its Washington bureau 
the Times said Secre­
tary of Defense Mel­
vin R. Laird outlined 
the plans in replying 
to a letter from King 
Hussein presenting 
Jordan's military as­
sistance needs".

Other officials we­
re quoted saying the 
Administration would 
ask Congress for a 45 
million dollar mili­
tary assistance grant 
for Jordan in the fis­
cal year starting in 
1972, or 15 million 
dollars more than it 
received in the cur­
rent year.

The officials 
said the expanded 
assistance policy had 
the tacit approval of

Israel, which is known 
to believe that sta­
bility in the area 
would be enhanced by 
"elimination of the 
Palestinian commando 
threat to Hussein," 
the New York Times re­
ported.

The newspaper said 
Laird told Hussein a 
request for additio­
nal M60A1 tanks and 
M16A1 rifles coulde 
be met in part from 
funds already appro­
priated .
